











THE LAWYERS REPRESENTING YOU

The law firm of Pat Bonanno and Associates, P.C. represents you and the other Collective Action
Members. You will not be charged for these lawyers. Their fees are being paid from the
Settlement Amount.

Collective Action Counsel will ask the Court to approve payment of $175,000.00 to them for
attorneys’ fees and $15,146.00 for costs. The fees would pay Collective Action Counsel for
investigating the facts, litigating the case, and negotiating the settlement. The Court may award
less than this requested amount. Defendants have agreed not to oppose these fees and costs
provided that Plaintiffs’ counsel provides documentary substantiation of certain costs (postage,
printing/reproduction, and parking).

OBJECTING TO THE SETTLEMENT

You can tell the Court that you don’t agree with the settlement or some part of it.

If you are a Collective Action Member, you can object to the settlement if you don’t like any part
of it. You can give reasons why you think the Court should not approve it. The Court will
consider your views. To object, you must send a letter saying that you object to the settlement of
Nowak et al, v. City of New York; Fire Department of the City of New York, et al., 07-CV-0612
(CS)(GAY). Be sure to include your name, address, telephone number, your signature, and the
reasons you object to the settlement. Mail the objection to the Court at the address below,
postmarked no later than October __, 2010.

Objecting is simply telling the Court that you don’t like something about the settlement. You
can object only if you stay in the Collective Action. Excluding yourself by not filing a
Collective Action Member Consent and Verification Form is telling that Court that you don’t
want to be part of the Collective Action. If you exclude yourself, you have no basis to object
because the case no longer affects you.



THE COURT’S FAIRNESS HEARING

The Court will hold a hearing to decide whether to approve the settlement. You may attend and
you may ask to speak, but you don’t have to.

The Court will hold a Fairness Hearing at 9 a.m. on October , 2010, at the United States

District Court for the Southern District of New York, 300 Quarropas Street, White Plains, New
York 10601-4150, in Courtroom 421.

At this hearing the Court will consider whether the settlement is fair, reasonable, and adequate.
If there are objections, the Court will consider them. The Court will listen to people who have
asked to speak at the hearing. The Court may also decide how much to pay to Collective Action
Counsel. After the hearing, the Court will decide whether to approve the settlement. We do not
know how long these decisions will take.

No. Collective Action Counsel will answer questions the Court may have. But, you are
welcome to come at your own expense. If you send an objection, you do not have to come to
Court to talk about it. As long as you mailed your written objection on time, the Court will
consider it. You may also pay your own lawyer to attend, but it is not necessary.

You may ask the Court for permission to speak at the Fairness Hearing. To do so, you must send
a letter saying that it is your “Notice of Intention to Appear in Nowak et al, v. City of New York;
Fire Department of the City of New York, et al., 07-CV-0612 (CS)(GAY).” Be sure to include
your name, address, telephone number, and your signature. Your Notice of Intention to Appear
must be postmarked no later than September | 2010 and be sent to the Court at the address in
Paragraph 16.
